General Reminders: You need to address different AOK’s and WOK’s in your presentation. Use this as a checklist below:
· Are you addressing at least 2 AOKS?
· Are you addressing WOK’s?

· Are you considering different perspectives?

· Are you focusing on depth over breadth?

· Are you considering how personal and shared knowledge interact with your KQ?

· Are you using academic examples to develop you KQ?
